WELCOME

Dear colleague,

Welcome to ECER 2022 in Yerevan and ECER Plus (online). These
opening words give some idea about the novel and innovative space
that ECER has moved to over the last few years. From a position in
2019 where in-person conferences were the norm we organised a
hugely successful virtual conference last year, and are now offer-
ing both an in-person and virtual meeting for the first time. These
transitions and innovations are only possible as a result of the ex-
traordinary commitment and professionalism of our Networks, our
National Associations, our Berlin Office and the support of our part-
ners in the Local Organising Community. We hope that through our
combined efforts the dynamic, engaged and supportive community
of educational researchers who make our annual ECER such an ex-
ceptional event will have an opportunity to engage with each other
both in person and online. With 1561 papers submitted between
ECER, ECER Plus and the Emerging Researchers’ Conference (ERC)
we are confident that the meeting will be one that brings a wide
range of research to a European and global audience.

The theme of this year’s conference is “Education in a Changing
World: The impact of global realities on the prospects and experi-
ences of educational research”. The theme suggests that we engage
in research in a context that is marked by the twin realities of in-
terdependency and individuality. While we increasingly see trends
impacting on educational provision and research that emerge and
are advocated for at a global level, we are also more conscious of the
importance of contextually embedded, locally relevant and mean-
ingful research and practice. The tensions - at times creative and
at times destructive - that emerge from these twin pillars are at
the heart of many of the papers submitted this year. We are also
extremely lucky to have the opportunity to discuss this complex and
interesting theme in Armenia, a country that draws on an ancient
and rich history to inform its continuing and dynamic transition as
a society.
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At the heart of this process is an education system that is informed
by and informs our hosts in ERAS and Yerevan State University.

When originally planned, it was assumed that the conference would
reflect on a world and a research community that had been deeply
impacted by the COVID 19 pandemic.

While this will still be the case, it is also certain that the return of the
horrors of full scale war to the European continent will influence
what we do as researchers and how we conceptualise it. As a values
based organisation which commits itself to engaging in research for
the benefit of society, EERA has explicitly condemned the invasion
of Ukraine and is actively supporting the research community there
through engagement with our colleagues in the Ukrainian Educa-
tional Research Association (UERA).

As an Association EERA remains committed to providing a platform
where researchers from across Europe and beyond can come to-
gether to engage in and share research that benefits society as a
whole. We firmly believe that educational researchers have a piv-
otal role to play in the understanding, critique and shaping of ed-
ucational provision and policy in a manner that enhances the lives
and opportunities of all our fellow Europeans. At the heart of this
agenda remains the dynamic, engaging and supportive community
of researchers who attend our annual

ECER meeting. We welcome you once again to this our first ECER
and ECER Plus meeting and wish you good discussions, good friend-
ships and good fun!

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CITY OF YEREVAN

A city with over 2800 years of history, yet one of the most mod-
ern and dynamic capitals, situated at the crossroad of Europe
and Asia.

Yerevan is the capital and largest city of Armenia and one of the
world’s oldest continuously inhabited cities. Situated along the
Hrazdan River, Yerevan is the administrative, cultural, and indus-
trial center of the country. It has been the capital since 1918, the
fourteenth in the history of Armenia and the seventh located in or
around the Ararat plain. The city also serves as the seat of the Ara-
ratian Pontifical Diocese; the largest diocese of the Armenian Apos-
tolic Church and one of the oldest dioceses in the world.

History

The history of Yerevan dates back to the 8th century BC, with the
founding of the fortress of Erebuni in 782 BC by King Argishti I at
the western extreme of the Ararat plain. Erebuni was «designed as
a great administrative and religious centre, a fully royal capital.»
By the late ancient Armenian Kingdom, new capital cities were
established and Yerevan declined in importance. Under Iranian
and Russian rule, it was the center of the Erivan Khanate from
1736 to 1828 and the Erivan Governorate from 1850 to 1917,
respectively. After World War I, Yerevan became the capital of
the First Republic of Armenia as thousands of survivors of the
Armenian Genocide in the Ottoman Empire arrived in the area.
The city expanded rapidly during the 20th century as Armenia
became part of the Soviet Union. In a few decades, Yerevan
was transformed from a provincial town within the Russian
Empire to Armenia>s principal cultural, artistic, and industrial
center, as well as becoming the seat of national government.
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Transformation

With the growth of the Armenian economy, Yerevan has under-
gone major transformation. Much construction has been done
throughout the city since the early 2000s, and retail outlets such as
restaurants, shops, and street cafés, which were rare during Soviet
times, have multiplied. As of 2011, the population of Yerevan was
1,060,138, just over 35% of Armenia’s total population. According
to the official estimate of 2016, the current population of the city
is 1,073,700. Yerevan was named the 2012 World Book Capital by
UNESCO. Yerevan is an associate member of Eurocities.

City of Water

Yerevan is the capital of free water. Everywhere around the city you
can find waterworks with drink water or drinking water fountain
which is called “Pulpulak” in Armenian language. So that here you
do not need to buy water bottles anymore and spend money on
plastic. Everywhere is well hydrated.
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YEREVAN STATE UNIVERSITY

Yerevan State University was founded in 1919. Nowadays there
are several buildings for the approximately 20,000 students who
study at the 19 faculties, where 1660 professionals are organiz-
ing the educational process now.

Today the main building of the Yerevan State University is situat-
ed in the heart of the Capital of Armenia, in the center of Yerevan.
The building speaks for itself. The main building is very large and
provides many opportunities for students and for the communi-
ty - it is as long as long-term missions of the university, and as
mysterious as human thought. It has very special architectural
features.

ECER Session rooms at the University

All regular ERC and ECER Sessions will take place in the central
building of the university and its adjacent wings.

Only the Main Entrance will be open during ECER. Right behind
it, in the Main Foyer, you will find the Check-in area with the EERA
Desk and the Local Help Desk.

The room names indicate the location of the rooms, for example:

Int.2.102

Int. This is the abbreviation of the faculty
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2. This indicates the wing of the building
102. The first digit indicates the floor.

So this room is in building 2 on the 1st floor.

IMPORTANT: In Armenia the ground floor is called 1st floor, as in
the US.
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FACILITIES IN THE SESSION ROOMS

All session rooms will be equipped with a computer and a projec-
tors/beamers. Loud speakers (if needed) can be provided at the
check-in desk.

WiFi at YSU (name: YSU_WiFi)

Free WiFi will be available for all conference participants in all
areas of Yerevan State University.

EDUROAM (Education roaming) wireless internet at YSU

Since 2020 Yerevan State University has joined “Eduroam”.
Eduroam is an international wireless internet service intended
for the representatives of educational and scientific institutions.
It enables scientists, educators and students to get free wire-
less internet connection with their home university accounts in
all the institutions of the world where the “Eduroam” service is
available.
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GETTING THERE

Getting from the Airport to the University or City Center

By Taxi

The distance from Zvartnots International Airport (EVN) to city
center Yerevan and YSU main building is 12 - 13,3 km (15 - 18 min)
by taxi and will cost 5 - 6 EUR. There are different mobile apps via
which it is possible to reach taxi. We really recommend using these
mobile apps, because they help drivers to correctly see on the map
where you are waiting for the car and where you are going to go.
You will see the exact cost of the trip in the mobile-apps again. Taxis
are available 24 hour/7 days. There are airport taxis and also taxis
with the apps can be reached at the airport. Airport taxi drivers are
waiting for the passengers in front of the entrance of airport. It is
easy to get the contact with them. If you have decided to use taxi
apps, you have to wait for your taxi also in front of airport entrance.

By Bus

There are also busses from the airport to Yerevan city centre. The
buses have fixed schedule and are working only during the day, but
not during the night.
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GETTING AROUND

Getting to the University

Yerevan’s city centre is rather small and walkable. The main building
of Yerevan State University, where the conference will take place, is
located in the very heart of Yerevan. It is possible to get to the YSU
main building by Metro (Station: “Eritasardakan”, ticket is 100 AMD
or 0.19 EUR), by bus (Station: “Shrjanayin”, ticket is 100 AMD or
0.19 EUR) and by Taxi from elsewhere in the city, paying 2 - 5 EUR.

Public Transport

There are different types of public transport in Yerevan: under-
ground or Metro, bus/minibus, Trolleybus routes.

Getting your tickets:

e In case of busses/minibus and trolleybuses you pay directly to
the driver or throw 100 AMD to the boxes situated in front of vehi-
cle next to the door.

e In case of Metro you have to buy exact coins at the cash register
next to the entrance of Metro Station. Without these coins you can’t
proceed to the Metro. Only after paying exact coins and throwing
these coins to the boxes next to wicket, they will be opened and you
can proceed to the Metro. ticket is 100 AMD ~ 0.19 EUR.

Language in Public Transport:

The names of all public transport stations are in Armenian and the
conductor usually announces them. The names of metro stations
are written on the walls with Latin letters, too.

The Metro stations are:

“Barekamutyun” (“Friendship”) - “Marshal Baghramyan” - “Yeri-
tasardakan” (“Youth”) [the station near to Yerevan State Univer-
sity] - “Hanrapetutyan Hraparak (Republic square)” - “Sasutnsi Da-
vid” - “Gortsaranayin” (“Factory”) - “Shengavit” - “Garegin Nzhdeh
square” - “Zoravar Andranik” - “Charbakh”.

Taxis

Taxis are a good way to get around Yerevan. The minimum taxi fee
is 800 - 1000 AMD (equals 1.5 - 2 EUR), which covers first 6 km and
every additional km will cost 500 AMD or 1 EUR).

Taxi Apps

There are different mobile-apps via which it is possible to call a taxi.
We really recommend using these mobile-apps, because they help
drivers to correctly see on the map where you are waiting for the
car and where you want to go. You will also see the exact cost of the
trip in the mobile-apps directly.

Mobile telecommunication operators

You can buy universal payment cards for mobiles. The prices for
mobile phone cards vary from 1000 AMD (or about 2 EUR) to 10
000 AMD (or about 20 EUR). There are three mobile telecommuni-
cation operators in Armenia:

e team Telecom Armenia
e Ulcom
e Viva-MTS

All operators provide all services for internal and international calls,
as well as for mobile internet. Please, go the the official websites of
the operators and be informed about the service costs! All operators
have service points at the EVN airport, as well as in the city.

Medical Treatments

The European Health Insurance Card that all EU citizens can obtain
and use in foreign EU countries is not valid in Armenia. Should you
need medical treatment, you would have to cover the costs yourself.
Therefore you should make sure you have adequate travel health in-
surance and accessible funds to cover the cost of any medical treat-
ment abroad and repatriation.
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If you need emergency medical assistance during your trip, dial 103
and ask for an ambulance. You should contact your insurance/med-
ical assistance company promptly if you are referred to a medical
facility for treatment.

Plugs

For Armenia there are two plug types, types C and F. Plug type
C is the plug which has two round pins and plug type F is the plug
which has two round pins with two earth clips on the side. Armenia
operates on a 230V supply voltage and 50Hz.

Voltage converters and transformers

Electricity supplies worldwide can vary from anything between
100V and 240V. It can be extremely dangerous to use an electrical
appliance that is rated at a voltage different from the supply. As volt-
age can differ from country to country, you may need to use a volt-
age converter or transformer whilst in Armenia.

Shopping

There are different types (small shopping centers, big supermarkets,
hypermarkets, large shopping malls, etc.) of shopping places in Ye-
revan. Supermarkets, where it is possible to buy food, groceries and
household items also online in Yerevan, are open 24 hours/7 days. If
you are intending to pay cash it is possible to pay only with Armenian
Drams (AMD). But also all types of cards (Visa, Master Card, Maestro
Card, American Express, Dinners Club, etc.) are accepted in Armenian
supermarkets - but not everywhere in smaller shops.

Tipping Etiquette

Service and VAT are included in the menu price in restaurants, bars,
etc., all over Armenia. Tip is not included. Amount of tip is 5 - 10 %
of paid amount.

Smoking Policy

An anti-smoking law was passed by the Armenian parliament. It
bans smoking while driving cars or buses and imposes a ban on
tobacco advertising. The ban on smoking in cafes, restaurants and
other public catering facilities will enter into force in March 2022.
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Language

Armenian is the official language and is spoken by the majority of
its population. Russian is the best known foreign language among
the Armenian population. All volunteers who are going to be with
the organizing team during the conference and who will be in all ar-
eas where conference will be held will speak English and assist the
conference participants to find the information they need.

The successful author will be offered free entry to next year’s con-
ference in Glasgow, a travel budget, and their paper will be consid-
ered for publication in the EER] (European Educational Research
Journal).
